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How to Join 4-H in Iowa County
Enrollment in 4-H in Iowa County usually takes places in October and November, but new enrollments can be accepted any time throughout the year. If want to exhibit at the Iowa County Fair you need to have enrollments in by April 1st.
Membership in 4-H is open to youth in kindergarten through those one year out of high school. 
Youth in kindergarten, first and second grade are enrolled as special members called Cloverbuds.
4-H provides opportunities for youth to learn the life skills they need to be responsible adults.  Some of the life skills that youth might learn are making good choices, leadership, public speaking, goal setting, planning and organizing, working as a team, written communication, learning how to learn and managing change.   In 4-H, parents and other adults help youth plan and conduct meetings, project and activities and guide youth as they learn new skills.
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What are 4-H Clubs?

4-H members are also members of individual clubs.  The clubs meet at a central place for a business meeting and for members to work on projects and activities, usually once a month.  You can be enrolled in more than one project.  It’s a great way to meet other 4-H members and make new friends.  There are 16 clubs located throughout Iowa County.
One 4-H goal is to help members become caring citizens of their communities.  Therefore, most clubs choose and work on community service projects throughout the year.
4-H is for farm kids, right?  NO!!
4-H is not only for farm kids, it is also for city kids and town kids.  Kids everywhere!  The great thing about 4-H is its versatility.  YOU get to choose the projects you want to participate in – they range from livestock to sewing to conserving our earth to marksmanship to gardening to community service.  There is something for everyone!
